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The Project Description Tabulation is meant to give contractors and inspectors a quick summary of the 
purpose of the project and a brief overview of the work involved. This allows field staff to make decisions 
consistent with the project intent when conflicts arise.  

Most Project Descriptions will be limited to one or two paragraphs. The first paragraph of the Concept 
statement is usually a good place to start.
